Budgeting Basics & Your Credit Score
Establishing a budget habit helps keep track of your expenses, but make sure you include everything you spend, including
going out to eat and gas for your car. Most importantly, include a payment to your savings account for future unexpected
expenses, a contingency fund. Start by listing all your income sources. Subtract expenses to see if your budget is reason-
able. If the expenses outweigh the income, make adjustments so the numbers meet. Don't compromise your needs and

wants - prioritize them! Writing down a financial goal often helps you achieve it faster. 
For example: Want: TV When: one year  Total: $800 = Save Per Month $67

Most lenders categorize credit scores from A paper-680 and above, down to E paper-below 549. The higher your score,
usually the lower your loan rate. What hurts your score the most? Missing payments. Regardless of $ amounts, it can take
24 months to restore credit with one late payment. For optimal score of credit cards or revolving credit, balances should be
kept below 33% of available credit. We have more information in the office on these subjects for you to pick up or we can
